1. Why do you have quarantine?
Hawai has norahies. This is to prevent rabies from entering the state.

2. How long is quarantine?
Mormal quarantine 15 120 days at the Animal Quarantine Station (AQS) on Oahu.

3. How do you qualify for the 5-Day or Less Quarantine?
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You must start preparation at least 4 months prior to armval. Sometimes t is even longer.

Your pet must have 2 rabies vaccinations at least 3 months apart.

The second rabies vaccination must be given at least 3 months prior to arrival in Hawaii.

Your pet must pass a blood test that shows a response to the vaccine. This blood test must be
passed at least 4 months before arnval in Hawaii.

Your pet must be micro-chipped.

Due to the minimum requirements, puppies and kittens must be at least 10 months of age before
they can qualify for direct release.

This includes direct release at the Kahului Airport, if you meet requirements.

4. What if | am a Hawaii resident and | want to take my pet out of state for a short visit?
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You need to start preparations at least 4 months prior to your travel.

Your pet needs 2 rahies vaccinations at least 3 months apart.

The second rabies vaccine must be given more than 2 weeks prior to leaving.

Your pet must pass the blood test at least 2 weeks prior to leaving.

You will need to obtain a heath certificate from your veterinarian no more than 14 days prior to
leaving. Some airlines require 10 days or less priorto leaving.

All foreign arrivals need to go through Honolulu International Airport.

5. Are the quarantine rules applied for travel between Hawaiian Islands ?
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Mo, but your pet should be current on their shots be licensed.

6. What are the fees for MHS to do the direct release check at Kahului Airport?
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3400 for the first pet and 3100 for each addtional pet arrving on the same flight.

Repeat trips (we have already done the direct release once befare for this pet under this owner)
are 5100 for the first pet and 350 for each additional pet arriving on the same flight.

5100 additional fee for requests outside normal hours of operation and holidays. Mormal hours of
operation are Monday through Sunday 8-5pm.

These fees are separate from the fees that must be paid to the state for direct release. The
monies we collect from thes e fees will go directly back to helping the animals we receive
at the shelter.

7. How dol arrange for MHS to do the direct release check for my animals ?
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If vou already have approval from the AQS{Animal Quarantine Station) to bring your animal to
Hawaii; you qualify for direct release; and you would like MHS to do the direct release then you
can either:
